PROMOTERS CONDITIONS.

a. Tournaments are to be under ASA Laws and such rules of the Notts ASA Water Polo League as shall apply except as
stated below.

b. All clubs participating must be affiliated to the Notts ASA.

c. The essential age group for participants is 15 and under (born 1995 and since). Up to two players born 1994 may be
included in a team.

d. Teams may be of both sexes as allowed for under ASA laws.

e. At this event the 6 teams shall be split into two leagues of 3. Teams in each league shall play each other and a League
table kept; 2 points for a win and 1 for a draw. If two teams have equal points the position shall then be decided on the result
of the game between them, then goal difference, then toss of a coin.

A “Finals” shall then be played, - 15 vs 1%, 2™ vs 2" & 3 vs 3". from each league.

f. Mini-League games shall be of two 6 minute periods (running clock) and Finals of two periods of 7 minutes. In all games the
length of periods may be varied slightly with the agreement of all teams depending on the time available.

g. A Junior (Size 4) ball shall be used.
h. No time-outs shall be allowed.
i. If a player is injured he/she shall be substituted immediately and may resume his/her place on the bench once recovered.

j- Each team shall, at the start of each tournament, register their players to the table on the sheet provided.

This is the first Notts League Youth tournament of 2010. The next is Being hosted by Grantham A in
February date to be confirmed .
